Traditional Eats

In Vietnamese, celebrating Tết is
called "ăn Tết," which literally means
"eat Tết." This just goes to show how
central food is to the festivities
On New Year's Eve, it's all about
family and feasting in Vietnam. The
Tấ t Niên meal is a big deal – it marks
the end of the old year. The table is
filled with traditional dishes, each with
its own special meaning. It's a time for
sharing laughs and stories with loved
ones, making it a truly heartwarming
occasion.

Tightly packed sticky rice with
meat or bean fillings wrapped in
Lá Dong (Bánh Chưng in the
north) or banana leaves (Bánh
Tét in the south). Considered an
indispensable dish of Tet, Bánh
Chưng or Bánh Tét is placed on
the family altars to honor the
ancestors and pray for their
support in the new year.

Families  have a beautiful tradition for Tết: setting up a
tray of five fruits on the altar, known as “Mâm Ngũ  Quả.”  
In Asian mythology, the world is believed to be made up of
five basic elements: metal, wood, water, fire, and earth.
This fruit tray is a way to symbolize these elements at
home. It's not just about representation, though; it's also a
symbol of hopes for abundant crops and prosperity in the
year ahead.

Fruit offering in the North
include kumquats, bananas,
oranges and Buddha hands.

Fruit offering in the South include
custard apples, coconuts, papayas,
mango and goolar fig. In Vietnamese
they are “Cầ u ,Dừa, Đủ , Xoài, Sung”
which in the South literally is a
prayer to “have enough to use” in the

The climax of Tết celebrations happen
between the last day of the old year,
February 9 - this year, and the first
three days of the New Year, February
10 to 12. 

On New Year's Eve, it's all about
family dinner, making sure every
member is there. The stroke of
midnight, known as Giao Thừa, is
super special. It's when the old year
passes into the new. This is the time for
personal prayers, thanking the God of
Heaven and the God of Earth for their
blessings.

And out on the streets? It's a festival
of colors and sounds – firecrackers,
drums, gongs, along with vibrant
dances and parades!

Tet Preparation
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The first person to enter a home
after midnight is known as the
"first-footer" or người xông đấ t.
This person's arrival is believed
to influence the family's fortune
for the year, and they often
bring gifts for luck. 

The first day of Tết is all about family
time. It's a special day for the kids, as
they receive red envelopes filled with
money, called Lì Xì, from the older
members of the family. Traditionally,
kids dress up in new clothes and greet
their elders with Tết wishes. After the
greetings, they get the exciting Lì Xì. In
the days that follow, it's time to visit
other relatives and friends, continuing
the celebration.

The tradition of Lì Xì, or 'Lucky
Money,' is a cherished part of Tết.
The lucky money is given in bright
red envelopes, which you can easily
find in bookshops, market stalls,
and of course, on Lazada. It's a
practice that brings joy to everyone
during the season. You'll see Lucky
Money being exchanged all over
the place: parents giving it to their
friends' children, teachers to
students, and even management
teams to employees. It's a lovely
way of spreading good fortune and
happiness during the festive season.

The amount of Li Xi can be
from VND 20,000 to
500,000. Depending on the
relationship between the
giver and receiver, you may
offer more or less. (or USD)

For full-time staff average 200,000
to 500,000. For other staff (ie. trash
collector, shared security, etc…)  
100,000 to 200,000. You may also
give Li Xi to their children  50,000
to 100,000

During Tế t, if you have household
helpers, drivers, gardeners, and
similar staff, it's customary to
give them not just their salaries
but also a Lì Xì (Lucky Money) or
a bonus. This might be the
standard 13th-month salary,
depending on your agreement.
The bonus usually depends on
how long they've been with you
and how satisfied you are with
their work. 

Generally, if someone has
worked for you for over a year,
the bonus starts at one month's
salary and could go up to two or
three months, based on what you
feel is appropriate. For those
who've been with you for less
than a year, the bonus amount is
up to you.

Before Tế t kicks off, it's a good
practice to hand out their
salaries along with the bonus in
a red envelope. You wish them a
happy Tế t and a great time with
their families. For employers
who've already paid bonuses at
the end of the calendar or fiscal
year, a smaller Lì Xì is still given
for good luck.

Sweeping is
believed to remove good
fortune and flow of money out
of your home

4. DON’T Wear Black and
White Clothes

5. DON’T refuse anything others
give or wish during Tết

6. DON’T enter in anybody’s
home on the first day of Tết,
unless invited (Feb 10). In many
households, the father (or
sometimes the whole family) is
the first visitor. Many people
and businesses will pick an
auspicious date and time to
leave their homes and/or start
their businesses.

7. DON’T close doors and block
the wealth from entering

Beyond Lucky Money, it’s always wise to
come bearing gifts! Here’s a cheat sheet
of what to consider this time of year:

Kumquat Tree
Like a “family tree”, the Kumquat
plant symbolizes the many
generations of a household.  
TIP: Remember, when buying
plants, you should purchase them
closer to the holiday as the
plants should be fresh and bloom
for Tế t.

3Wine & Gift Baskets
Historically wine was kept in
pottery gourds and was believed
to contain the essence of heaven
and earth, nowadays; those old
gourds are replaced by modern
wine bottles. The meaning and
tradition of giving wine has
remained unchanged. 

4
Red symbolizes good luck,
prosperity, joyfulness and
contentment. Whichever gifts
you plan to give, place a
priority on the red and yellow
(gold) and avoid dark colors.

5Red Items Greeting Cards
Like western culture, greeting
cards are also shared. Typically
printed in vivid colors like red or
yellow and with distinctive images
such as apricot and peach
blossom, sticky rice cake and
zodiac sign.
